The transfer of a registered right of common in gross will usually need to be made by deed in
order to be effective in law (see section 52(1) of the Law of Property Act 1925). You may use
Part A of this form to effect the transfer, but if you do not, you will instead need to attach to your
application your own transfer deed, or if a deed is not required, explain why this is the case. For
example, if one of the exceptions in section 52(2) of the Law of Property Act 1925 applies e.g. the
transfer is effected in an assent by a personal representative. Where the transfer deed in PartA
is not being used, you need complete only Part B of this form. The transfer of a right of common
in gross does not operate in law until it has been registered in the register of common land by
way of an application made using Part B of this form.

Only the following persons can apply to register a transfer of a right of common in gross for
the purposes of section 12: the registered owner of the right of common (the Transferor) or the
person into whose possession that right of common will be transferred (the Transferee). Where
the application is made by the Transferee, the Transferor must consent to the application.

You will be required to pay a fee for your application. Ask the registration authority for details.
You would have to pay a separate fee should your application be referred to the Planning
Inspectorate.
