I would like to make 2 proposals to enhance the Voting experience for my Residents.

1)Create a New Polling Station for the entirety of HRJAH2H and the bottom half of HRIAH1H
(Roads from Rydal Road to Kingsley Road inclusive, downwards to Starbeck) & that Polling
Station be situated within STATION VIEW SHELTERED HOUSING SCHEME COMMON ROOM.
The building is situated on the Railway side of Station View, roughly opposite Harrogate Railway
Football Club. The reasoning behind this is;

-The Proposed new Polling Station is owned by NYC (legacy from HBC Housing Department) so
wouldn’t require a Hire Fee for use. There is plenty of On Street Parking available near it.

-Itiis situated within the Ward / Polling District — Starbeck Methodist Church isn’t and requires an
uphill journey on the busy Knaresborough Road to reach, plus navigating the Railway Line via the
Starbeck Level Crossing to do so. This journey is difficult on foot and becoming increasingly more
so by Car as well (plus should we be encouraging Car journeys anyway, with our commitment to
Carbon Reduction ?)

-There has been a big increase in Voters since the 2022 Council Election, with the additional 700
homes being built on the former Kingsley Fields, all of which now form part of this old HBC Polling
Division & all of which are located much nearer to this building than Starbeck Methodist Church,
which is probably a couple of miles away for some of the new build Voters.

| would also propose that the top half or HRIAH1H (Roads from Rydal Road to Granby Road
inclusive, upwards to Harrogate) use Christ Church Parish Church as their Polling Station. The
reasoning behind this is;

-Christ Church is much nearer for ALL RESIDENTS in the top half of this Polling District than
Starbeck Methodist Church is. From Rydal Road (furthest point away) it takes perhaps 10 minutes
to walk to Christ Church — it would take double that to get to Starbeck Methodist Church and again
you would have to negotiate both the busy Knaresborough Road and the Starbeck Level Crossing.
