Fishing boats
Annual charges for commercial fishing vessels will only be applied where evidence of regular fish
landings can be produced. This evidence will be by comparison of fish landings with boats of similar
size and type. Acceptance of evidence will be at the Harbour Master's discretion but must demonstrate
a full time fishing effort into the port.

Annual dues cover the year 1 April to 31 March and cannot be charged pro-rata.
