The Office for National Statistics has used the 2011
census to recalculate its previous population *
projections, known as SNPP. The “various scenarios” ’
graph shows how the latest version of SNPP (2012) is
now much closer to the realistic range of scenarios
identified under the heading Housing: How Much?
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We have figures for the count of “household
spaces’ in parishes from the last three
national censuses. These give an indication of
how the number of homes has increased over
the past 20 years.
On the household spaces graphs, solid lines
show actual increases recorded in the census.
Dotted lines show possible future increases
based on the annual building rates suggested
under the heading Housing: Where?
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
